 For years we have heard people express anxiety at even the thought of entering a room full of death 

care merchandise.  Their anxiety was further compounded by the fact that many of the decisions that needed to 

be made were often about items very unfamiliar to them.  We felt there had to be a better, more considerate way 

to provide information and help people make decisions. 

 We considered several facts.  First, most of the families who have done pre-planning with us, have 

made selections from pictures rather than a show room.  Secondly, these were decisions made without the 

emotional stress at the time of a death and third, on occasion, clients would request a picture of the merchandise 

selected for their pre-need records. 

 We found that rather than being uncomfortable in a death care merchandise selection room, a three-

ring binder method was preferred by most client families.  As a result of listening to our clients, we made the 

commitment to develop this Compendium. 
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
